Optional Criteria for Base Anchorage

* Two " L"clips 2" x 2" x 3" (wide).

* Two 8 gauge self-tapping screws to base
or legs per " L " clip.

* One concrete anchor boit per " L " Clip
(cement type base) or two 10 ga. X 1" wood
screws on 2" c.c. per."L" clip (wood type base).

* Attach metal strap to wall framing with
1/4" x 3" lag bolts with washer located
at each end of strap to stud.

* Water tank may require to be independently L :
