a.  Updates and Staff Report
1)  Update on Current Programs
Coordinator Wasson reported that Adult Paint Nights for January were sold out and she was working on scheduling more.  Wasson also reported that Youth Basketball would begin on January 16 at King City High School and over 100 children are registered.  She also reported that Little League and girl’s softball signups are currently underway.  Pool applications were due on February 11.  The pools are scheduled to open on June 4.
2)  Discussion of Forden Park Renovation

Chair Hughes reported that she had contacted the Community Foundation for Monterey County to assist with fundraising for the Forden Park Project.  All monies raised toward the project would be given to the Community Foundation for handling and would be disbursed for Forden Park only.     
Chair Hughes showed commissioners the topographic map and said she and Coordinator Wasson were working closely with city engineer Octavio Hurtado to design different aspects of the park.  Commissioner Kline offered to discuss with neighborhood residents and ask for donations for the park.  Coordinator Wasson would be ordering a receipt book for Commissioner Kline.  Coordinator Wasson also reported that she had spoken to the president of King City Rotary about funding a portion of the park, but that money had been spent for the current year on other projects.
Chair Hughes also reported that fliers had been designed to begin selling commemorative pickets for fundraising at Forden Park.  Commissioner Singh expressed concern that the price might be cost prohibitive for some in the community to participate.  Coordinator Wasson would be looking into different ideas to include more community members in fundraising.
