a.  Updates and Staff Report
1)  Update on Current Programs
Coordinator Wasson reported that summer planning was underway.  Pool staff and managers had been hired and pool trainings would be held in mid-May.  The Recreation Department had also partnered with Pinnacle Basketball Academy and over 60 King City children were participating in the program.  Wasson would also be speaking with AYSO representatives in the next few days about taking over the Youth Soccer program.  
2)  Discussion of Forden Park Renovation

Chair Hughes reported that with the sales of commemorative pickets, donations, paint night proceeds and cash, the committee had brought in $16,100 towards the new playground.  She explained the accounting procedures she is using – keeping copies of checks, cash and receipts.  She also reported that Commissioners Kline and Cortez had been walking the neighborhood and received large donations from the residents living around the park.
The next fundraiser is set for April 27, 2016 and is the Hamburger Drive Through barbecue.  It will be held at the Safeway Parking Lot and fliers are available.  She reported the committee planned to sell 200 tickets and had received a donation of chips from Lynn’s  Too.  Commissioner Singh suggested we add a cookie to the bag.  Coordinator Wasson would be working on signage for the event.  Hughes also suggested making donation jars for the actual event.
Chair Hughes also ordered a fundraising banner that can be taken to local businesses and events.  It is based on the poster the committee designed.  

Chair Hughes also reported that “Fun”ds for Forden committee member Cheryl Harrison had ordered reusable bags for fundraising and the bags should arrive right around April 27.

Commissioner Kline also requested help abating gophers at Forden Park, as there are a lot of holes.  Coordinator Wasson reported she would request help from public works and look at ways to get rid of them.
