7. Public Hearing Items 
a. Medical Marijuana Regulations: Recommendation: Make a recommendation to the City Council regarding ordinance(s) adopting a text amendment amending the King City Municipal Code M-1 and M-2 zoning ordinances, the East Ranch Business Park Specific Plan (“ERBP-SP”) and related planning and zoning documents to regulate Medical Marijuana cultivation or in the alternative imposing a total ban in all zoning districts. 

Doreen Liberto-Blanck, Community Development Director presented the item and introduced that on March 1st State standards come in to play regarding medical marijuana if local jurisdictions do not adopt standards by that time. Ms. Liberto-Blanck described the ordinance and presented the areas where cultivation would be allowed in the city (M-1, M-2, and within the East Ranch Business Park Specific Plan areas). On January 12th City Council introduced an ordinance to allow cultivation of marijuana. Council indicated that only cultivation and no distribution and no manufacturing. City Council conducted their first reading on January 12th and the second reading will be on January 26. Before the Planning Commission is a Resolution No. 145 if Planning Commission feels medical marijuana ordinance is not appropriate Resolution No. 145 recommends City Council not approve the ordinance. Before Planning Commission is also Resolution No. 146 which recommends approving the MND, amending the zoning text to regulate the medical marijuana cultivation. 

Don Funk, Principal Planner explained the Negative Declaration and mitigation measures. For example Mr. Funk explained a report from British Colombia that described humidity for indoor uses. Conditions were placed addressing mold and smell. During the evaluation the water company indicated that they have the ability to serve facilities. There is ongoing discussion regarding the ability to provide water as this is a water intensive use. 

Commissioner Barbree asked if a project can install their own water well systems. Ms. Liberto-Blanck, added that the City Attorney is looking into this if this is an agricultural use as opposed to an industrial use. 

Commissioner Barbree asked if there would be issues with sewer. Ms. Funk responded that with the review there was nothing indicating that sewer would be an issue. Ms. Liberto-Blanck, added that there will be conditional use permits before the Planning Commission. There are future plans for a purple pipe to be placed along San Antonio but in the meantime conditions would be in place to mitigate any impact. 


For the record, Don Funk, mentioned that John Baucke, New Urban Realty Advisors, Representative of Smith-Monterey had commented on the Mitigated Negative Declaration and noted a correction be made on the map. Don further noted that the correction will be made after the public comment period was closed and presented to City Council for their consideration. 

Chairperson Nuck opened and closed the public hearing at 6:27 p.m. 

Ms. Liberto clarified that a Conditional Use Permit will be required for each projects. 


Action: Motion made by Commissioner Barbree to adopt Planning Commission Resolution No. 146 which recommends City Council adopt approve the MND and approve of text amendment of M-1, M-2, the ERBP-SP and related planning documents to regulate Medical Marijuana Cultivation. Motion made by Commissioner Barbree. Seconded by Commissioner Raschella. Motion carried 4-0.
