a.  Updates and Staff Report
1)  Update on Current Programs
Coordinator Wasson reported that youth basketball had begun on January 14 and approximately 120 children were playing at King City High School on Saturdays through the end of February.  Girl’s softball registration continues through the end of January.  King City High School Swim team would begin practice on February 1.  Commissioner Kline asked about training of youth volunteers, especially in child abuse recognition and reporting.  Coordinator Wasson said she would add that to the packet of information for the coaches.
Coordinator Wasson also reported that she would be partnering with King City Cinemas to offer low-cost movies on minimum days for local students. The movies offered would be older releases.  Commissioner Singh was concerned about unsupervised youth and Wasson agreed that adults would need to be present.  

Coordinator Wasson also reported that the adult softball league would be renovating City Park fields in the spring.  The group had volunteers to pull the turf out, level the field and replant the grass.
2)  Discussion of Forden Park Renovation

Chair Hughes reported that the equipment for Forden Park had been purchased and delivered to the City yard.  The total amount raised by the group was $61,240.   She showed the committee a map of Forden Park that showed equipment placement which included a play structure and swings.  She also reported she received a last minute $5000 donation and that the committee may use it for benches around the park.  She reported that the surfacing material would be the ‘pour and play’ type of rubberized surface.  City Engineer Hurtado said the committee would need to select the colors for the materials.

Chair Hughes also reported that pickets would be installed after the park was and location for the installation would be determined then.  City Engineer Hurtado gave a proposed timeline for the park completion:


January 20 – Bids Due


February 23 – Bids accepted


March 14  - Award Bid


May – work completed

Commissioner Kline brought up the gopher issue at the park and Coordinator Wasson said she would get in touch with Frank Lopez and ask how they took care of it at Patriot Park in Greenfield.    Kline also reported on research he did regarding bleachers for Forden Park.  For a 9 foot across set that would hold 20 people, the cost would be $491.  
3)  Discussion of Racquetball Court Renovation and King City Boxing Club Occupancy of the building

Coordinator Wasson reported construction was continuing on the building. Two Team Construction would have the building completed in the next few weeks.
4) Consideration of Proposed PG&E Modifications to Pocket Park

City Engineer Hurtado reported that PG&E would be moving the equipment at the new Pocket Park to accommodate future access to gas lines running through the city.  The equipment will be moved over several feet, and PG& E would be adding features to the park to make it look more symmetrical.  They would also be adding fencing near the basketball court because of issues with the neighbors and basketballs going over the fence.  Hurtado reported nothing else in the park would be affected and the work would take place in the spring.

Commissioner Kline made a motion to accept the PG&E plan to move the existing equipment and Commissioner Cortez seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
