5.__PRESENTATIONS: 

A. Police Department Awards- The Police Department held its annual awards ceremony during the August

10, 2021 City Council meeting. Chief Boyd awarded Community Member Jose Hernandez a Certificate

of Commendation for his actions in aiding a local community member. Chief Boyd awarded the Medal

of Merit to Sergeant. Shaw, Officer Dillon, and Officer Phillips.  He awarded Sergeant. Lux, Officer

Phillips, and Officer Gurley the Lifesaving Medal.  Unit Citations were awarded to the Field Training

Program and the former Major Crimes Unit.  All staff were awarded a Certificate of Commendation for

their efforts during the COVID-19 pandemic.  Executive Assistant Terry Garcia was named as the 2020

Support Services Employee of the Year by the Monterey County Peace Officers Association.

6. PUBLIC COMMUNICATIONS:
Jarrod Mansfield, Lynn St., On the Corner of Lynn and Russ an individual is operating a business out of his
residence. He quoted the business license code. He stated it has become a public nuisance in that people
have to look at half worked on cars that don’t move for months. He is hoping to get City Council involved
to get him to stop. He stated that he has cars that are parked on the street around the neighborhood and
take up all the parking for the other residents. He would greatly appreciate any assistance remedying this
issue. He thanked all of the council and staff for the tremendous job that was done handling COVID the
last year.

Pat Robertson, Russ St., she thanked for bringing new businesses into town. She looks forward to 
supporting the existing businesses and the new ones to come and she gets excited talking about what is 
going on with in town. She would like the council to consider improving the code enforcement and quickly. 
She wants to be fair and say she understands in the last 15 months that there has been the focus on what 
we can and cannot do. However, the unauthorized business owners are operating in King City and 
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surrounding area is worsening the lack of parking in the residential area. Operating without the permission 
and proper requirements of the City avoid the payment of required taxes and monitoring that would 
ensure public safety and proper conduct. Some have blocked her driveway and she can’t get out. She 
doesn’t park in her garage but numerous times someone has pulled into her driveway blocking her from 
getting out of her garage. Unlicensed business customers are not respectful, and they don’t leave on the 
block or surrounding blocks. Her son who came to see her had to park 4 blocks away. She would like to 
see maybe more than one Code Enforcement officer. She knows of a small business owner that does the 
same work who is insured, bonded and licensed. She doesn’t feel that it is fair for the small business 
owners that follow the rules to have business taken away from them. She asks for help on this. 

Mayor LeBarre stated that we have room on our Citizen Code Enforcement and stated that anyone wants 
to know when the meeting is call the front counter. 

Marsha Green, Ellis St., she has lived here for 25 years and thanked the Council for the nice City to raise 
her family. On the corner of Ellis and San Lorenzo St. is a hot spot for speeding. Someone went through 
the stop sign and the person said they didn’t see the stop sign and a tree is covering it. Lots of people are 
doing donuts there as well. Now neighbors will not allow their children don’t play in the front yard 
anymore. For about 3 weeks it was happening on Sundays. Ellis and Russ and Ellis and Mildred on Mildred 
you have to inch out so far into the enter section to see to be able to turn on Mildred as people park very 
close to the corner.  She stated that lately there has been lots of loud cars which she feels is noise 
pollution. She just would hate to see a child get hit and killed to make something happen. 

Pat Robertson stated that loud and fast cars are a concern on Russ St. as well. She would hate to see a 
child hit as well. 

Jane Allen who has lived here for 40 years. She stated that it is not just on San Lorenzo and Russ it is on 
Willow, San Antonio, Mildred and Division being impacted by crazy hot rods. 

7. COUNCIL COMMUNICATIONS:

Mayor Pro Tem Victoria stated it is nice to be here in person. First day for Chalone Peaks Middle School 
800 students in person. Pro Youth was up and running today. He wanted to bring something to the City 
Councils attention. He wanted to speak to them about the nuisance ordinance for loud music. He has 
spoken to the Chief of Police, and they feel that a decibel meter would give one more tool to make a 
decision on complaints. He would like to bring back this item for changes to add a decibel meter to the 
ordinance. Tomorrow he has an online meeting for AMBAG. 

Council Member Cullen stated Salinas Valley Solid Waste Authority will continue teleconference meetings. 
Making progress on the City of Salinas with draw from JPA. Letter of intent to leave would go the City of 
Salinas and MOU with Republic would come forward. Southern Monterey County Foundation grants will 
go out next week. Maximum grant $2,000. Citizen of the Year, Friend of the Community and Business of 
the Year dinner Saturday September 4th. He wanted to mention there was yet another fire in the river and 
if there is action that the City Council can take to help with that issue. 

Council Member Acosta stated music is the second item she is contacted about. 

Mayor LeBarre stated that on the encampment issue the Leadership Council did their five-year plan. 
Alternative housing sites is basically a campground where they can be taken out of an unsafe environment 
as they will not go to housing or shelters because of restrictions. Connecting our service providers to them. 
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It has been a busy time representing our city. We are looking at applying for phase 2 portion for the rail 
station and it has become a more of a critical element to projects because of our location and populations 
we would serve. 

8. CITY STAFF REPORTS AND COMMENTS:

City Manager Steven Adams stated regarding the homeless we are making significant progress on the 
housing. Brush clearance issues have been more frustrating. Welcomed everyone back, introduced 
consultant Paul Pettro explaining our new system with cameras so people can see through zoom or be in 
person. Redistricting for city districts has been a little tricky setting up meetings and we may need to meet 
on a Saturday October 16th. 

City Attorney Roy Santos stated he is happy to be back in person and see everyone. He wanted to remind 
that he will not be in person at the next meeting as his second daughter will be born in a couple of weeks. 
Shannon Chaffin will be filling in. He will be working part time after a two week period.

RE: CONSIDERATION OF COALITION SUPPORTING FAIR AND 

EQUITABLE DISTRIBUTION OF ONLINE SALES TAX 
 

 
RECOMMENDATION: 
 
It is recommended the City Council approve joining the coalition supporting fair 
and equitable distribution of online sales tax organized by the City of Rancho 
Cucamonga. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
 
Recently, one of the world’s largest online retailers changed the legal ownership 
of its fulfillment centers. Instead of having its fulfillment centers owned and 
operated by a third-party vendor, they are now directly owned by the company.  
This subtle change has major impacts to how the 1% local tax is allocated.  
Previously much of the sales tax would have been allocated to the countywide 
pool based on point of delivery. Now, much of the tax is allocated to the 
jurisdiction in which the fulfillment center is located.  This enables the retailer to 
reduce their costs by negotiating sales tax reimbursement agreements with the 
host jurisdictions, which negatively impacts other cities’ revenues.   
 
The City recently received an email from the Mayor of the City of Rancho 
Cucamonga, who is organizing a coalition to urge the State legislature to pass 
legislation to create a more fair and equitable distribution of the Bradley Burns 
1% sales tax allocated to cities.  In response, staff is recommending the City 
Council approve participating in this effort.   
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
With such a large portion of sales converting to online, this has become a 
significant issue.  During staff’s last meeting with HdL Companies, the City’s 
sales tax consultant, they presented a reduction in what was previously projected 
for the City’s future sales tax figures due to this change.

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LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE SPECIFICATIONS 
 
1. SCOPE OF WORK: 
 
The Proposer shall furnish all labor, equipment, materials, fuel, tools, and supervision to perform 
landscape maintenance as described herein including, but not limited to, the following: 

a. Weed control and cultivation – both mechanically and/or with chemicals. 
b. Shrub trimming, pruning, and training. 
c. General pest/rodent control. 
d. General litter pick up, refuse and debris removal from planters and landscape 

areas. 
e. Irrigation system monitoring, maintenance, and repair. 
f. Hand watering planters. 
g. Hardscape cleaning, graffiti on planters and pots. 

 

 

2. LEVEL OF MAINTENANCE: 
 
All work shall be performed in accordance with the highest landscape maintenance standards. 
Standards and frequencies may be modified from time to time as deemed necessary by the City 
for the proper maintenance of the sites. 
 
The Proposer shall submit to the City of King, within 30 (thirty) days after award of contract, a 
prepared schedule of operations, which shall be followed upon approval. The proposed schedule 
may be revised, subject to the approval of the City, to facilitate the Proposer's operations if 
circumstances require and justify such change. 
 
In the judgment of the City, if the level of maintenance is less than that specified herein, the City 
shall, at its option, in addition to or in lieu of other remedies provided herein, withhold appropriate 
payment from the Proposer until services are rendered in accordance with specifications set forth 
within this document; providing no other arrangements have been made between the Proposer 
and the City. Failure to give notification of a change and/or failure to perform an item of work on 
scheduled day may result in a deduction of payment for that date or week. Payment will be 
retained for work not performed until such time as the work is performed to City standards. 
 
The Proposer is required to correct deficiencies within the time specified by the City. If noted 
deficient work has not been completed, payment for subject deficiency shall be withheld during the 
current billing period and shall continue to be withheld until deficiency is corrected, without right to 
retroactive payments. 
 
3. SUPERVISION OF CONTRACT: 
 
All work shall meet with the approval of the City of Public Works Supervisor or his designee. There 
shall be periodic meetings with the Proposer and City’s representative to determine progress of the 
work and to establish items that may require attention. 
 
Any specific problem area which does not meet the conditions of the specifications set forth herein 
shall be called to the attention of the Proposer in writing and if not corrected, payment to the 
Proposer will be withheld until condition is corrected in a satisfactory manner as set forth in these 
specifications. 
 



The City’s representative and the Proposer’s representative will typically meet monthly. The 
purpose of this meeting will be to discuss project problems; tours of all sites and determine the 
Proposer’s conformity with these specifications and the adequacy of the work being performed. 
More frequent meetings may be required as determined by the City. 
 
4. SPECIFICATIONS: 
 
These specifications are intended to cover all labor, material, standards of landscaping, and 
mechanical workmanship to be employed in the work called for in these specifications or 
reasonably implied by terms of same. Work or materials of a minor nature which may not be 
specifically mentioned, but which may be reasonably assumed as necessary for the completion of 
this work, shall be performed by the Proposer as if described in the specifications. 
 
5. TRAFFIC AND ACCESS: 
 
The Proposer shall have vehicles clearly marked with Proposer’s name. 
 
Any parking citation received by the Proposer is the responsibility of the Proposer. 
 
The Proposer shall be responsible, during all phases of the work, to provide for public safety and 
convenience by use of traffic cones, signs, lighted barricades, lights, and flagmen as described 
and specified in the State of California, Department of Transportation MANUAL OF TRAFFIC 
CONTROLS - For Construction and Maintenance Work Zones, 2002 Edition. (Section 360, 
California Vehicle Code, defines highways to include streets.) The provisions of this manual will 
become a part of the requirements of the contract. 
 
Construction and maintenance operations shall be conducted in such a manner as to cause as 
little inconvenience as possible to the abutting property owners or motoring public. Convenient 
access to driveways, businesses, and buildings along the line of work shall be  maintained unless 
otherwise approved by the City in advance. Proposer shall request and obtain approval from City 
before any lane closures are implemented. Open excavation and ditches across a roadway shall 
be covered and guarded in such a manner as to permit safe traffic flow during hours when no work 
is being performed. 
 
6. DISPOSAL: 
 
The Proposer shall dispose of all cuttings, weeds, leaves, trash and other debris from the 
operation as work progresses and shall pay all disposal fees. The City shall in no way be 
responsible for the disposal. 
 
7. RECORDS: 
 
Proposer shall keep accurate records concerning all of his employees or agents and within fifteen 
(15) days of the effective date of this Agreement, provide the City with names, addresses, 
telephone numbers, and pager numbers of employees to be called in case of emergency. 
 
Proposer shall keep accurate records of all pesticide use (see Attachment F). 
 
 8. SPECIALTY OPERATIONS: 
Proposer shall give written notification of all “specialty type” maintenance operations to the City 48 
hours prior to each of these operations. “Specialty type” maintenance operations are defined as 



fertilization, pre-emergent weed control, all pesticide applications and any plant replacements, 
including seasonal bedding plants. 
 
9. LANDSCAPE LICENSE: 
 
The Proposer shall hold a valid and current California C27 License and submit copy thereof to the 
City. The Proposer shall also maintain a California State Licensed Pest Control Applicator or 
Qualified Applicator Certificate with a Maintenance Gardener Business License, Category B.   The 
use of any chemical by the Proposer shall be based on the recommendation of a State Licensed 
Pest Control Advisor. The names and permit numbers will be supplied to the City at the beginning 
of Contract, and any changes to this information shall be forwarded within 24 hours of said change. 
The Proposer shall not be permitted to store any pesticide within a City-owned facility without 
express written permission of the City representative. 
 
10. EXAMINATION OF SITE AND WORK: 
 
City makes no representation about the order or condition of the work area, nor does the City 
warrant that the work area will be free from defects, either apparent or hidden, at the 
commencement of or at any time during the term of the Contract. Proposer must examine the 
location, physical conditions, and surroundings of which these factors will influence the 
performance of the contract work. By entering into the Contract, Proposer shall be deemed to have 
agreed to accept the condition of the work area in its “as is” condition with the intent to upgrade or 
modify existing deficiencies to Contract specifications. 
 
11. EXTRA WORK: 
 
New or unforeseen additional work will be classified as extra work and will be performed only upon 
approval by the Public Works Supervisor, or their designee, unless a condition exists wherein it 
appears that there is danger of injury to persons or damage of property. In seeking extra work 
approval, Proposer shall delineate costs related to how much of the job shall be labor/supervision 
and materials/parts, if any. 
 
Payment for extra work may be by written agreement between Proposer and City on a particular 
unit price, stipulated for extra work; or on a lump sum price basis. 
 
12. WORKMANSHIP AND SUPERVISION: 
 
A. The Proposer shall provide a work force sufficient to complete the work as specified. 
 
B. Competent and experienced workers shall perform the work. Workers skilled specifically 
in state-of-the-art, automatic irrigation systems, shall perform irrigation maintenance and repairs. 
 
C. All pesticide operations, where required, shall be performed or supervised by a California 
State Licensed Pest Control Applicator through written communication by a California State 
licensed Pest Control Advisor. The Proposer shall be responsible for compliance with all Federal, 
State and local laws and regulations regarding pesticide usage.  Proposer shall provide copies to 
the City of his/her license and registration of both of his/her Pest Control Advisors and Pest Control 
Operators licenses. Proposer shall submit a copy of the “Pesticide Use Summary” to the City 
monthly.  
 
D. Persons employed by the Proposer who are found unsatisfactory by the City shall be 
discharged or reassigned by the Proposer upon fifteen (15) days written notice from the City. 
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
